o WITH…incredible TREASURES…in these ‘earthen vessels’… 

o WITH…His love… 

o WITH…His uncompromising forgiveness… 

o WITH…life…abundant and free… 

o WITH…the wonder of His indwelling presence… 

o WITH…the power of His Spirit within us… 

o WITH…the fruits of His Spirit…to facilitate how we ‘live’… 

o WITH…the gifts of His Spirit…to facilitate how we ‘serve’… 

o WITH…the Great Commandment…compelling us to ‘love’… 

o WITH…the Great Commission…challenging us to ‘multiply’…to make 

disciples… 

o WITH…the Church…each other…the fellowship of the saints…to keep us 

accountable… 

 

AND OF COURSE 

To whom much is given…much is required…

o RATHER…for what He desires to yet accomplish… 

 

FRIENDS, BROTHERS & SISTERS 

 Knowing what our Lord has faithfully accomplished… 

o In the past… 

 BUILDING ON HIS FAITHFULNESS… 

o It is OURS… 

 TO…consider what He has ‘in store’… 

 TO…work with Him. 

 Into the future… 

 Into the days & weeks & years ahead… 

 TO…soak in… 

 Great expectations… 

 

 

ILLUSTRATION 

 This morning… 

o AS…we celebrate God’s faithfulness… 

o WHILE…looking ahead to what He has next... 

 Almost immediately… 

o A familiar song begins to ‘play’ in my head… 

o A classic ‘hymn’ of the faith… 

 Written in 1714 by Isaac Watts… 

BECAUSE 

 The lyrics…of this historical song… 

o Have particular pertinence for a day such as this… 

 

O God, Our Help in Ages Past 

 

O God, our help in ages past,   

Our hope for years to come,   

Our shelter from the stormy blast, 

And our eternal home. 

 

Under the shadow of Thy throne   

Still may we dwell secure; 

Sufficient is Thine arm alone, 

And our defense is sure. 

 

Before the hills in order stood, 

  Or earth received her frame, 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From everlasting Thou art God,   

To endless years the same. 

 

Time, like an ever rolling stream,   

Bears all its sons away;   

They fly, forgotten, as a dream   

Dies at the opening day. 

 

Our God, our help in ages past,   

Our hope for years to come,   

Be Thou our guide while life shall last,   

And our eternal home. 

(Isaac Watts) 

 

 Isaac Watts wrote this hymn…based on Psalm 90… 

o As part of a poetic collection of the Psalms which included… 

 "Joy to the World" based on Psalm 98  

 

AND 

 "Jesus Shall Reign" based on Psalm 72. 
(Donovan, Richard Niell. Hymn Story:O God, Our Help in Ages Past. 2008) 

 

BUT 

 What you may…or…may not know…IS… 

 

THAT 

 In the Psalms…Psalm 90…has been identified as… 

o A prayer of Moses… 

 

REALLY 

o The only prayer…in the Psalms…attributed to Moses… 

 In this prayer…Moses soberly reflects upon the passage of time… 

 

IN PARTICULAR 

 How quickly our lives…as human beings…slips by… 

AS 

 He confesses to the Lord... 

4 A thousand years are but as yesterday to you,  

To you, O Lord, they are like a single hour! 

5-6 We glide along the tides of time as swiftly as a racing river  

and vanish as quickly as a dream.  

We are like grass that is green in the morning  

but mowed down and withered before the evening shadows fall. 

(SO) 

12 Teach us to number our days and recognize how few they are; 

help us to spend them as we should. 

(The Living Bible) 
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 In Psalm 90…Moses is certainly reflecting upon the fragile…even…fickle nature of 

the human condition… 

 

BUT 

 The primary thrust of Moses’ prayer…is to focus upon the 

immutable…unchanging…nature of the divine intention… 

 

THAT 

 GOD IS…WHO HE ALWAYS HAS BEEN… 

o Intentionally relational… 

 

AND THAT 

 WONDER OF WONDERS… 

o We…as His human creation…have always been the beneficiaries of His 

intentional passion to relate… 
 

 Listen to how Psalm 90…bursts open…with a sense of almost incredulous wonder… 

 

WHEN 

 Like the explosive ‘downbeat’ of a dramatic musical score… 

o Moses proclaims…in Psalm 90:1-2… 

 

1 Lord, YOU have been OUR dwelling place…throughout all generations! 

(NIV) 

 

EVEN MORE CLEARLY 

1 Lord, through all the generations…YOU have been OUR home! 

(NLT) 

 

NOT 

You HAVE GIVEN US a home 

 

BUT 

You HAVE BEEN our home 

 

2 Before the mountains were born, before you gave birth to the earth and the world… 

from beginning to end…YOU are God! 

(NLT) 

from everlasting to everlasting…YOU are God! 

(NIV) 

 

MOST LITERALLY 

from vanishing point to vanishing point…YOU are God! 

 

FROM…one vanishing point...at the beginning of time… 

TO…another vanishing point…at the end of time… 
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YOU are God! 

 

BY IMPLICATION 

from vanishing point to vanishing point…YOU are OUR God! 

 

APPLICATION 

 O God…our help in ages past… 

o We celebrate Your faithfulness… 

 

 All that we are… 

 Everything we have… 

 Anything we have done… 

o Is built upon Your faithfulness…O Lord… 

 

 The community of faith…which we call ‘home’… 

 The ministries…which we share… 

 The transformations…which we have seen unfold over the past 40 years… 

 The facility…where we worship… 

 All of that…which we call Sturgeon Valley… 

o Is built upon your faithfulness…O Lord… 

 

 O God…our help in ages past… 

o You have been faithful… 

o You have been good… 

 

AND THAT IS PRECISELY WHY 

 You are ALSO our hope for years to come! 

 

THAT IS WHY 

 We join…with Moses…transitioning… 

o FROM…exultant proclamation…at the very beginning of Psalm 90… 

o TO…expectant petition…at the close of Psalm 90… 

 Praying…O Lord… 

14 Satisfy us each morning with your unfailing love,  

so we may sing for joy to the end of our lives. 

16 Let us, your servants, see you work again;  

let our children see your glory. 

(NLT) 

 

17 May (Your) beauty…O the Lord our God…rest on us! 

(NIV) 

And make our efforts successful! 

Yes, make our efforts successful! 

(NLT) 

 

BECAUSE 
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 With You…we have great expectations! 

 

O God, our help in ages past… 

 

YOU ARE 

Our hope for years to come! 

 

CONCLUSION 

 

 This is a great day of celebration… 

 This day marks an important milestone… 

o In the life and ministries of Sturgeon Valley Baptist Church… 

 

AS 

 We look back…in awe…of God’s uncompromising faithfulness… 

 

AND

 Right after that miraculous event…Joshua…instructed the people… 
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o To ‘pause’… 

 SO AS TO…build a memorial of that incredible event… 

o To ‘take the time’… 

 SO AS TO…celebrate God’s faithfulness… 

SAYING 

21 In the future when your descendants ask you…  

'What do these stones mean?'  

22 tell them…  

 

24 He…the Lord your God…did this … 

 

WHY? 

So that all the peoples of the earth might know that the hand of the LORD is powerful  

 

AND 

So that you might always fear the LORD your God. 

 

 There can be NO DOUBT… 

 

THAT 

 When the people of God are ‘on the move’… 

 

CERTAINLY 

 They must look back…in CELEBRATION…OF…our Lord… 

 

BUT JUST AS CERTAINLY 

 They must look ahead…in CONSECRATION…TO…our Lord… 

 It is ESSENTIAL to discover…what we read… 

o Just ONE chapter earlier… 

o In Joshua 3:5… 

 

THAT 

 BEFORE…Joshua and the people of God…ever… 

o ‘Touched their toes’…into the river Jordon… 

 BEFORE…Joshua and the people of God… 

o ‘Stepped towards’…what they were hoping for… 

 Joshua pulled the people aside…instructing them… 

 

SAYING 

5. Consecrate yourselves, for tomorrow the LORD will do amazing things among you. 

(Joshua 3:5) 

(NIV) 

 

 In truly prophetic fashion…Joshua was saying… 

o IF…you want to see something amazing… 

o IF…you want to be part of something… 
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 WHICH…will ‘go off the charts’ in terms of celebration… 

o THEN…consecrate yourselves… 

o THEN…set your lives apart…from the ordinary… 

o THEN…be pure & holy…as God Himself is holy… 

 

WHICH OF COURSE 

 Has ALL SORTS of implications…

 TO…consecrate ourselves…may mean…

 We lift our eyes off of the treadmills of our day to day…AND…look… 

o TO…Jesus…
